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BRIEF SUMMARY OF RULES FOR DRAMAFEST AND YOUTHFEST
(All clubs have been sent a FULL copy of the rules, this is a “cheat sheet” for quick reference) 

1. Entries to be in by FRIDAY AUGUST 17th for both Festivals

2. FEES to accompany entries: DramaFEst $75. YouthFest $50

3. For DramaFest: length of plays 20 mins min to 45 mins max, minimum cast 2 persons. 10 mins is allowed to set up and 5 mins to strike
4. For YouthFest: length of plays 10 mins min to 45 mins max, minimum cast 2 persons. 10 mins is allowed to set up and 5 mins to strike. YOUTHFEST has two categories, JUNIOR to 13 years, SENIOR to 18 years as at time of Festival.
5. Performance rights must be obtained from the relevant agents before the Festival

6. No Professional actor, director, club, group or organization may compete, School drama teachers are not classified as professional persons within the meaning of the word for Festival purposes

7. Programme details are to be submitted not less than 5 weeks before the Festival date. Any alterations to the programme to be relayed to the Festival co-ordinator as soon as possible.

8. Submitted plays may be a complete one-act or an extract from a longer play, provided it can stand alone without prior explanation.

9. Entrants should indicate whether ‘special effects’ are needed and must supply same after consultation with Stirling for YouthFest and Old Mill Theatre for DramaFest Theatre personnel. 

10. Basic furniture will be available, but entrants should check with the theatre and supply their own  as needed

11. Entrant Stage Managers will work under the direction of the Festival Stage Manager and Lighting technician  at all times.
