Neil Simon’s “Odd Couple” of Unger and Madison hardly needs any introduction but this is slightly different as it is 1986 and the odd couple this time are Florence and Olive, lifelong friends from school days. Florence the fulltime housewife and even more fulltime hypochondriac finds herself living with Olive her sloppy opponent at trivial pursuit and the result is chaotic hilarity - great writing, great fun and great value.

A superb night of entertainment of vintage Neil Simon with hardly a wasted word as we follow the multitudinous relationships of a Trivial Pursuit school. 
 

The Neil Simon genius has resulted in a play that transcends the trivial pursuit that brings the group of 6 women together and the sexual pursuit that introduces the zanity of the Constazuela Brothers into the mix together with the external input of the former partners of Olive and Florence.

So Unger and Madison are at it again in Neil Simon's hilarious still contemporary comic classic. Instead of the poker party that begins the original version, Ms. Madison has invited the girls over for their weekly evening of Trivial Pursuit. The Pidgeon sisters have been replaced by the two Constanzuela brothers but the hilarity remains the same - big girls don't cry they just want to have fun and so do we.

David Attrill wanted to direct this after reading the first few pages and says that he cannot remember more laughs from the first reading of a play or the audition process in his extensive involvement with theatre and with an excellent cast this romp from the 1980s has come to life beyond his original expectations.
