Into the brave new world of doubt, downsizing and debt 
THE PLAY
This wryly humorous, at times bleak, portrayal of Australian manhood explores the dilemma of four middle aged men that find themselves on the scrapheap. Along the way they’ll share their scars, discuss their dicks and fondly recall their teenage summer of sperm.
Going off everywhere I was.
In bed, the shower, our caravan, my mate’s caravan -
The beach, the sand, the movies, back of the tennis courts - 
Walking, swimming, sleeping - 
Fountains of it-
I was like a fire hydrant!
The play takes place in a modern day pub anywhere in Australia. One man has invited three former school friends to a reunion. As the others wait for him to arrive they discuss various matters which have shaped the men they have become - from schoolyard bullying to caring for their ageing fathers, marriages and suburban lifestyles to the pressures of work, the influence of friends and colleagues and the destructive forces of downsizing, outsourcing and redundancies. Finally the fourth man arrives and the play moves to its conclusion.
And we snarl at each other - 
Mad dogs -
We howl - silently in our sheds.
THE SETTING
The set is four bar stools. There is no attempt at naturalism or scene-setting. The play is performed without interval.
The simple staging requirements mean that the play can be, and has been, performed in a foyer or function room, on a small thrust stage in front of a house curtain, on a stage in front of another set under construction. 
There is a single, wash lighting state with a couple of blackouts. There is house music but there are no other sound effects.
THE PROPOSAL
One of the original cast was recently approached by the owner of a Northbridge venue who’d seen the 2003 production and asked if the play could be re-staged for a single performance on 2 October 2010. It sounded like a lot of effort for one show. We are hoping we can find a few local theatre companies that might allow us to perform in their venue for a night or two during October. 
We expect to manage our own ticket sales and front of house arrangements. We understand that companies are likely to have their own requirements and will make their own decisions regarding venue access, theatre technician, the sale of refreshments... 
We hope the club will be able provide us with access to the venue 90 minutes prior to performance, a lighting/sound technician if required by the company or we will supply our own, and promotion of the performance to club membership through normal channels.
We appreciate that each club will have its own preferences for costs whether they be a split of door takings, a hire fee or a combination of the two. We’re not looking to make money out of the project but would like to recoup some of our costs from ticket sales -  including ensuring that the playwright receives his dues. Otherwise we would be pleased to hear how your company would prefer to work with us in this regard.
